Q1.What is Judicial review? #aTRaHIaTFITR?

Judicial Review is the power of the judiciary to examine the constitutionality and legality of
legislative acts, executive actions, and administrative decisions.

If any law or action is found to be against the Constitution or beyond legal authority, the
courts can declare it null and void.

In India, judicial review is exercised mainly by the Supreme Court and High Courts under
Articles 13, 32, 226, and 136 of the Constitution.

Its main purpose is to protect fundamental rights and to maintain the supremacy of the
Constitution.

Q2. Short Note on Quo-Warranto (4 Marks)

Quo-Warranto is a prerogative writ issued by a court to inquire into the legality of a person’s claim
to a public office.
The term Quo-Warranto means “by what authority”.

This writ is issued when a person occupies a public office without legal authority. Through this writ,
the court asks the person to show under what authority he or she holds that office. If the claim is not
valid, the court may remove the person from the office.

The writ of Quo-Warranto ensures that public offices are not usurped illegally and helps in
maintaining the rule of law.

In India, the High Courts and the Supreme Court can issue this writ under Articles 226 and 32 of the
Constitution.

Q3. Discuss the Power of the Supreme Court in Case of Violation of Fundamental Rights (20 Marks)
Introduction

The Constitution of India guarantees Fundamental Rights to all citizens under Part lll. These rights
are essential for the protection of individual liberty and dignity. To ensure their effective
enforcement, the Constitution confers special powers on the Supreme Court of India, making it the
guardian and protector of Fundamental Rights.

Article 32 — The Heart and Soul of the Constitution

Dr. B. R. Ambedkar described Article 32 as the “heart and soul of the Constitution.”
Under Article 32, any person whose Fundamental Rights are violated can directly approach the
Supreme Court for enforcement.

e Article 32 itself is a Fundamental Right.

e The Supreme Court cannot refuse to entertain a petition under Article 32.
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Power to Issue Writs

The Supreme Court has the power to issue five types of writs for the enforcement of Fundamental
Rights:

1. Habeas Corpus — Protects personal liberty by ordering the release of a person unlawfully
detained.

2. Mandamus — Commands a public authority to perform its legal duty.
3. Prohibition — Prevents lower courts or tribunals from exceeding their jurisdiction.

4. Certiorari — Quashes an order passed by a lower court or authority in violation of
Fundamental Rights.

5. Quo-Warranto — Questions the legality of a person holding a public office.

Judicial Review

The Supreme Court has the power of judicial review, under which it can examine the
constitutionality of:

e Laws passed by Parliament,
e Executive actions, and
e Administrative decisions.

If any law or action violates Fundamental Rights, the Supreme Court can declare it null and void
under Article 13.

Public Interest Litigation (PIL)
The Supreme Court has expanded access to justice through Public Interest Litigation.

e Any public-spirited person can file a petition on behalf of victims who are unable to
approach the Court themselves.

e This has strengthened the protection of Fundamental Rights of marginalized sections of
society.

Power to Award Compensation

In cases of gross violation of Fundamental Rights, especially Article 21 (Right to Life and Personal
Liberty), the Supreme Court can award monetary compensation.
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e Example: Rudul Sah v. State of Bihar (1983)

Doctrine of Basic Structure

The Supreme Court ensures that even Parliament cannot amend the Constitution in a manner that
destroys Fundamental Rights forming part of the basic structure.

e Case: Kesavananda Bharativ. State of Kerala (1973)

Contempt Power

The Supreme Court can punish for contempt of court if its orders regarding enforcement of
Fundamental Rights are disobeyed, ensuring compliance with its directions.

Q5. What is the Doctrine of Eclipse? (4 Marks)

The Doctrine of Eclipse is a constitutional doctrine in Indian law which states that a law that is
inconsistent with or violative of Fundamental Rights is not completely void, but becomes
inoperative or dormant to the extent of such inconsistency.

According to Article 13 of the Indian Constitution, any law made before the commencement of the
Constitution, if inconsistent with Fundamental Rights, is not dead but is eclipsed by those rights.

If the Fundamental Right which caused the eclipse is later amended or removed, the eclipsed law
automatically becomes revived and enforceable without re-enactment.

Conclusion:
Thus, the Doctrine of Eclipse means that the law remains in existence but its operation is temporarily
suspended due to conflict with Fundamental Rights.

Q1. What is “State” under Article 12 of the Indian Constitution? (10 Marks Answer)

Introduction

Article 12 of the Constitution of India defines the term “State” for the purpose of Part Il

enforced only against the “State” and not against purely private individuals.

Text of Article 12

authorities within the territory of India or under the control of the Government of India.”

Tests to Determine ‘Other Authorities’

2. ltis administratively dominated by the government
3. It performs public or governmental functions

4. |Itis created by a statute
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5. The government has deep and pervasive control

If these conditions are satisfied, the body is “State” under Article 12.

Bodies Not Considered as ‘State’
Purely private bodies not controlled or financed by the government are not “State”.

Example:
Private unaided educational institutions (unless performing public duty under government control).

Importance of Article 12
e Determines against whom Fundamental Rights can be enforced
e Expands the scope of constitutional remedies under Article 32 and Article 226

e Prevents the State from escaping constitutional responsibility by acting through corporations
or authorities

Q3."No person convicted again for the same offence" Explain with relevant case laws.

Introduction
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The principle “No person shall be convicted again for the same offence” is a fundamental rule of
criminal jurisprudence. It protects an individual from repeated prosecution and punishment for the
same offence and ensures fairness, certainty, and finality in criminal proceedings. In India, this
protection is guaranteed as a Fundamental Right under the Constitution and is also recognized in
criminal law.

Constitutional Provision — Article 20(2)

Article 20(2) of the Constitution of India provides:

“No person shall be prosecuted and punished for the same offence more than once.”
This principle is based on the doctrine of Double Jeopardy, which means:

e A person cannot be tried again once he has been prosecuted and punished for the same
offence.

Essential Elements of Article 20(2)
For the protection under Article 20(2) to apply, the following conditions must be satisfied:
1. There must be a prosecution
o The person must have been tried by a court of law or judicial tribunal.
2. There must be punishment

o Mere prosecution is not enough; the person must have been punished.

3. Same offence

If any of these elements is missing, Article 20(2) will not apply.

Scope of the Rule
e It applies only to criminal offences, not civil proceedings.
e |t protects against double punishment, not against double trial alone.

e It does not apply where the offences are distinct, even if arising out of the same act.

Relevant Case Laws
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1. Maqgbool Hussain v. State of Bombay (1953)

Facts:
Gold was confiscated by customs authorities, and later criminal prosecution was initiated.

Held:
The Supreme Court held that:

e Proceedings before customs authorities were not judicial proceedings.

e Confiscation was not a punishment by a court.

(Article 21 of the Constitution of India - 20 Marks Answer)

Introduction
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Article 21 of the Indian Constitution is one of the most significant
fundamental rights. It guarantees protection of life and personal liberty to
every person and ensures that no one can be deprived of these rights
except in accordance with a procedure established by law. Over time, the
Supreme Court has expanded the scope of Article 21 through progressive
judicial interpretation, making it a cornerstone of human rights in India.

Text of Article 21

“‘No person shall be deprived of his life or personal liberty except according
to procedure established by law.”

This Article applies to citizens as well as non-citizens and binds the State
to follow lawful and fair procedures.

Meaning of ‘Procedure Established by Law’

Originally, the phrase meant any procedure duly enacted by the legislature.
Unlike the American concept of ‘due process of law’, it did not initially
require the procedure to be just, fair, or reasonable.

However, judicial interpretation has significantly transformed this meaning.

Important Judicial Interpretations
1. ALK. Gopalan v. State of Madras (1950)
o« The Supreme Court adopted a narrow interpretation of Article 21.

« Held that as long as there was a law prescribing a procedure,
deprivation of liberty was valid.

o Fundamental rights were treated as separate and exclusive.

This judgment restricted the scope of personal liberty.
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2. R.C. Cooper v. Union of India (1970)

Also known as the Bank Nationalisation Case.
The Court rejected the theory of exclusiveness of fundamental rights.

Held that a law affecting personal liberty must also satisfy Articles 14
and 19.

This case laid the foundation for a broader interpretation of Article 21.

3. Maneka Gandhi v. Union of India (1978) (Landmark Case)

The Supreme Court revolutionized the interpretation of Article 21.

Held that the procedure established by law must be just, fair, and
reasonable.

Introduced the concept of substantive due process into Indian law.

Articles 14, 19, and 21 were held to be interconnected.

This case expanded Article 21 from a procedural guarantee to a source

of substantive rights.

Expanded Scope of ‘Life’ and ‘Personal Liberty’

The Supreme Court has interpreted ‘life’ to mean more than mere animal

existence.

4. Francis Coralie Mullin v. Administrator, Union Territory of Delhi (1981)

Right to life includes the right to live with human dignity.

5. Olga Tellis v. Bombay Municipal Corporation (1985)

Right to livelihood is an integral part of the right to life.
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o Depriving livelihood amounts to deprivation of life.
6. Sunil Batra v. Delhi Administration (1978)
o Prisoners are also entitled to fundamental rights under Article 21.

« Protection against inhuman and degrading treatment.

Right to Privacy and Article 21

7. K.S. Puttaswamy v. Union of India (2017)
o Right to privacy declared a fundamental right under Article 21.
e Overruled earlier contrary judgments.

o Privacy is intrinsic to life and personal liberty.

Other Rights Recognized under Article 21
o Right to speedy trial - Hussainara Khatoon v. State of Bihar (1979)
o Right to legal aid - Manubhai Ratilal Patel v. State of Gujarat
o Right to health - Parmanand Katara v. Union of India

« Right to clean environment - Subhash Kumar v. State of Bihar

After Maneka Gandhi, any law depriving life or liberty must:
v Be enacted by law

v Follow fair procedure

v Not be arbitrary or unreasonable

v Satisfy Articles 14 and 19

heart of fundamental human rights in India. Through judicial activism, the
Supreme Court has ensured that life and personal liberty are protected not
merely by any law, but by a just, fair, and reasonable procedure.

« Emergency provisions convert it into a unitary system

4. Parliamentary Form of Government
India follows the Parliamentary system, borrowed from the UK:
o President is the nominal head
o Prime Minister and Council of Ministers exercise real power

« Executive is responsible to the Legislature
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This ensures accountability and collective responsibility.

5. Fundamental Rights (Part Ill)
The Constitution guarantees Fundamental Rights such as:
e Right to Equality (Article 14-18)
