The offence of riot is complete when force or violence is used by any member of the unlawful assembly. The
force may be against persons or property.

4. Act Done in Prosecution of Common Object

The use of force or violence must be in furtherance of the common object of the unlawful assembly.

Distinction between Riot and Related Offences

Riot and Unlawful Assembly
e Unlawful assembly does not require use of force
e Riot requires use of force or violence

Riot and Affray
e Riot requires at least five persons

e  Affray may be committed by two or more persons

Punishment

Under the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, riot is a punishable offence. The punishment generally includes:
e Imprisonment
e Fine
e Orboth

If the riot is committed with deadly weapons, the punishment is more severe.

lllustration

If five or more persons gather with the common object of damaging public property and use force to burn
vehicles, they commit the offence of riot, and all members are liable.

Importance of Riot as an Offence

1. Prevents mob violence
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2. Protects public order and safety
3. Fixes collective criminal liability

4. Acts as a deterrent against group crimes

Conclusion

In conclusion, riot under the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, 2023 involves the use of force or violence by an unlawful
assembly in pursuit of its common object. By making riot a punishable offence, the law ensures the
maintenance of public peace and holds group offenders collectively responsible.
