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Judicial Reforms of Warren Hastings and the Advent of Adalat System

¢ In English
1. Background

When Warren Hastings became the Governor of Bengal in 1772, the judicial system of the East India
Company was corrupt, unorganized, and uncertain. There was no proper separation between
revenue and judicial functions. To remove these defects, Hastings introduced major judicial reforms
in 1772 and 1774.

These reforms led to the establishment of the Adalat System in India.

2. Judicial Plan of 1772
In 1772, Hastings introduced his first Judicial Plan with the following features:
(A) Establishment of Mofussil Courts
1. Mofussil Diwani Adalat
o Established in each district.
o Decided civil cases (property, contract, inheritance).
o Headed by the District Collector.
o Hindu law applied to Hindus, Muslim law to Muslims.
2. Mofussil Faujdari Adalat
o Decided criminal cases.
o Presided over by Indian officers (Qazi and Mufti).

o Supervised by the Company.
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(B) Establishment of Sadar Courts (at Calcutta)
1. Sadar Diwani Adalat
o Highest civil court.
o Headed by the Governor and Council.
2. Sadar Nizamat Adalat
o Highest criminal court.

o Controlled by the Nawab but supervised by the Company.

(1) Governor of Bengal became Governor-General of Bengal
e The Governor of Bengal was made Governor-General of Bengal.
e Warren Hastings became the first Governor-General.
e Assisted by a Council of four members.

e Decisions were taken by majority vote.

(2) Subordination of Bombay and Madras

e Governors of Bombay and Madras were made subordinate to the Governor-General of
Bengal.

e They could not declare war or make treaties without approval.
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(3) Establishment of Supreme Court at Calcutta (1774)
e A Supreme Court was established at Calcutta.

Position of Native States and Development of the Doctrine of Paramountcy

¢ In English

1. Introduction
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Before British rule, India consisted of:
e British territories directly controlled by the East India Company
e Several Native (Princely) States ruled by Indian princes

These native states were not directly ruled by the British but were under British influence.

2. Position of Native States
Native States:

v Had internal autonomy

v Ruled by hereditary princes

v Maintained their own courts and administration
v Could not conduct foreign relations independently

Their external sovereignty was gradually taken over by the British.

3. Development of Doctrine of Paramountcy
Meaning of Paramountcy

The Doctrine of Paramountcy means the supreme authority of the British Crown over Indian
princely states.

The British claimed that they were the “paramount power” in India.

4. Stages of Development

(1) Subsidiary Alliance System

Introduced by Lord Wellesley
e Native rulers had to accept British troops.
e Could not enter alliances without British consent.
e Paid subsidy to British.

This reduced their independence.

(2) Doctrine of Lapse

Introduced by Lord Dalhousie
e If aruler died without natural heir, state would annex to British territory.
e Adoption was not recognized for succession.

Examples: Jhansi, Satara, Nagpur.
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(3) After 1858 (Crown Rule)

Under the Government of India Act
e Power transferred from Company to British Crown.
e Doctrine of lapse was withdrawn.
e British Crown became the paramount power.

Native states continued but under British supervision.

5. Legal Position
e Native states were not fully sovereign.
e They had internal autonomy but no external sovereignty.
e British could interfere in case of misgovernment.

Paramountcy was not defined in law; it was based on political practice.

6. End of Paramountcy
